ACCESSIBILITY ACTION PLAN [S8.1]

Disability equality is an explicit aim within the School's policies. This plan sets out the way the
School aims to increase access to education for pupils with disabilities by:
e improving the premises and environment of the school to increase the extent to which
pupils with disabilities can take advantage of provision.
e improving the delivery of information to pupils with disabilities.
e increasing the extent to which pupils with disabilities can participate in the curriculum

At Gladesmore Community School we are committed to developing an inclusive environment.
Improvements to the premises are considered as funding permits. When building and remodelling
projects are undertaken, disability access is a fundamental feature of the planning and design
process.

The School Disability Accessibility Plan aims to address three main duties towards pupils who may
have a disability:
e not to treat pupils with a disability less favourably for a reason related to their disability.
e to make reasonable adjustments for disabled pupils, so that they are not at a substantial
disadvantage.
e to plan to increase access to education for disabled pupils.

A person has a disability if s/he has a physical or mental impairment that has a substantial and
long-term adverse effect on his/her ability to carry out normal day-to-day activities. These
impairments may include sensory (e.g., sight or hearing) difficulties, learning difficulties,
behavioural difficulties, medical conditions, pupils with Aspergers Syndrome and Attention Deficit
or difficulties linked to mental ill-health. (Note that Special Educational Needs are dealt with
separately).
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This Action Plan supports the delivery of the Schools Equality Scheme explicitly showing separate
actions for disability and how the school plans to increase access to education for disabled pupils.
